FedNor — Industry Canada

FedNor is an organization within the Operations Sector of Industry Canada aiming to address the economic
development needs of Northern and rural Ontario. Working with numerous partners through its programs and
services, FedNor invests in community projects as well as other initiatives designed to improve the economic
and social well-being of Northern and rural Ontario as a whole. FedNor’s mission is to promote community
economic development, diversification and job creation in Northern and rural Ontario in an effort to build self-
reliant communities and improve access to capital, information and markets by working with business and other
community partners. FedNor operates using an integrated regional development strategy that maximizes the
potential of regions, cities and communities to succeed in the new economy by building on their assets and
strengths. The key to this strategy is levering the actions of others. And the catalyst to this strategy is FedNor,
whose community-based approach is consistent with best practices in regional development in other regions of
Canada and internationally.

Community Futures Program

FedNor's Community Futures (CF) Program, supports 61 Community Futures Development Corporations
(CFDCs) — 24 located in the North, and the remaining 37 serving rural Eastern and Southern Ontario. CFDCs
offer a wide variety of programs and services supporting community economic development and small business
growth.

In particular, they provide:
= Strategic community planning and socio-economic development;
= Support for community-based projects;
= Business information and planning services; and
= Access to capital for small and medium-sized businesses and social enterprises.

These community-based, not-for-profit organizations are staffed by professionals and are each governed by
local volunteer boards of directors familiar with their communities' needs, concerns and future development
priorities.

Eastern Ontario Development Fund

FedNor's Eastern Ontario Development Fund (EODF) was established to promote socio-economic development
in Eastern Ontario by creating, building and developing the necessary conditions to increase business and
employment opportunities in the area. Funding and support of the EODF is delivered via the 15 Community
Futures Development Corporations (CFDCs) located throughout Eastern Ontario. The role of these CFDCs is to
assist economic renewal in five priority areas; business development; skills development; access to capital;
retention and attraction of youth; and technological enhancements.
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
