Foreign Affairs Canada

Foreign Affairs Canada (FAC) supports Canadians abroad, works towards a more peaceful and secure world,
and promotes Canada’s culture and values internationally.

Canada and Ukraine enjoy close relations. The 1994 Declaration on the "Special Partnership", renewed in 2001,
recognizes Canada's support for the development of Ukraine. The two countries have signed a variety of
agreements and memoranda of understanding covering such areas as trade, technical cooperation, defence and
mutual legal assistance. The Government of Canada committed significant resources to help ensure the
December 2004 presidential election was free and fair. And now, following the Orange Revolution in December
2004, Canada is revitalizing its relationship with Ukraine.

Canadian investment in Ukraine has totalled $80 million since 1991, mostly in the energy, construction, power
generation and manufacturing sectors. Total bilateral trade stood at $216 million in 2004, most of which was
imports of coal and steel products from Ukraine. Canada's WTO negotiations with Ukraine have been concluded.
In defence matters, Canada supports the NATO-Ukraine Distinctive Partnership through the provision of
language and peacekeeping training for Ukrainian military personnel and support for NATO-Ukraine civil
emergency planning.
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
